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UW Medicine Epic access
for Visiting Students
Medical students that are visiting from other institutions, to take part in UW School of Medicine clinical clerkships, may require access to UW Medicine clinical systems – including the Epic EHR – to participate in assigned clerkship activities.

To ensure your student is prepared for their upcoming rotation, please follow the steps below. Initiate this process at least two-weeks before the student’s start date.

Step 1: Check for a UW NetID
· Ask the student if they have a UW NetID
· If yes, record their NetID

Step 2: Request UW Medicine (AMC) Account
· A UW Medicine (AMC) account is necessary for access to clinical systems like Epic.
· A current AMC account holder must submit the UW Medicine Account Activation Request Form.
· The submitter doesn’t need to be the student’s account manager but must provide the manager’s contact details.
· You can list yourself as an additional contact.
· Required student information:
· Legal first and last name
· Student Identification
· State License
· Passport
· Foreign ID
· Employee ID
· WA state Student ID
· UW NetID – if there is already one. If not, one will be created for the student so they can access UW systems like the UW Learning Hub
· Date of birth
· Cell phone number (for DUO Multi-Factor Authentication)
· Job Title – you can use ‘Medical Student’
· Use this form:
· New AMC Account Request Form
· Set the start and end dates to match the student’s rotation schedule.

Step 3: Epic Training & Access
· Once the AMC account is active, the student will be enrolled in Epic Orders IP/OP Training via the UW Learning Hub.
· For specific rotations, additional specialty training modules are available. In the Learning Hub, search for:
· Medical Student Anesthesia Rotation
· Medical Student Cardiology Rotation
· Medical Student Emergency Rotation
· Medical Student Obstetric Rotation
· Medical Student Oncology Rotation
· Medical Student Surgery Rotation
· Medical Student Epic Go Mobile
· After completing the required training, Epic access will be granted, and both you and the student will receive confirmation emails.

What Medical Students Can Do in Epic
Medical students are responsible for learning about the practice of medicine by creating, developing, and planning medical services for a patient under the supervision and guidance of a licensed physician. When students are assigned ‘Medical Student’ permissions in Epic, they may:
· Review patient charts and case files
· Document notes
· Pend (but not sign) orders

Note: Students cannot place orders for procedures or medications or reconcile external information.
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· Access Deactivation: The AMC account and all associated access will automatically deactivate on the end date specified in the request form.
· Account Management: Students can manage their AMC account and password through the UW Medicine SailPoint system.
